PREPARATION WORK

Before placing your order, make sure the
grade and the slump of the concrete
solution matches with the exact
structural requirement of the building.
(If you need assistance in making this
decision, consult your engineer or your
TOKYO SUPERMIX representative.)
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When preparing the form work
(Shuttering) for concreting,

avoid water leakage through joints.
(You may use suitable tapes or
fastening materials o seal the joints).
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Tighten the prop joints aftached to the
shuttering well before concreting.
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If you infend to use the concrete
slab as a roof, make sure you
(Waterproof) it fo avoid leaks.
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Complete all your electrical wiring,
covered appropriately with conduits,
well in advance of concreting.
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Maintain the specified clear cover for
reinforcement using sand mortar cover
blocks, stools etc. and make sure the
steel bars are tied up properly using
building wires, to avoid them being
dislodged during concrefing. Highest
point of the steel reinforcement should
be at least 1”(one inch) below the final
concrete level.
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The exact volume of the concrete
required should be confirmed before
placing the order. (Suggested either
by a Tokyo Supermix technical officer
or your consulting engineer.)

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PLACEMENT OF CONCRETE

If your concreting is done during
hot weather, wet the steel bars and
the shuttering before
commencement of work.
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While placing concrete on a slab, it is
essential to tightly compact the concrete
using a poker vibrator. Make sure the
poker is held vertically while the entire
area gets compacted.
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Never use the poker to push the concrete.
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Do not use the poker vibrator to compact
excessively, as that will cause concrete
segregation and the grout to come to
the top of the surface.
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Level and smoothen the surface of the
concrete slab for a good finish using
experienced personnel.
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If the concreting work is done during day
time when there is intense sunlight and
strong winds, cracks can form on the
surface of the concrete. Given below are a

%//\/S few precautions you could follow to avoid
> the concrete from cracking.
~ » Cover the surface of the slab with

polythene sheets for up fo 4-6
hours after concreting.

= Until you start water curing, observe
carefully for any cracks that may
form. If you notice any cracks, level
& smooth that spot immediately with
a mason’s frowel.

» Remove polythene layer when water
curing is started
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CURING THE CONCRETE

There are two best practices in curing
concrete;

« Build a sand strip of around 3" high,
right around the edge of the leveled
concrete slab and fill with water. This
method is called Ponding.

Use a water hose or a sprinkler to
sprinkle water on the concrete and to
maintain the wet condition.
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Curing, or as commonly known as wetting
the concrete, should start once the
concrete is hardened to avoid getting
washed off. ( Start time will vary from 5-6
hours depending on concrete and
weather condition.) Initially, use a water
hose to sprinkle water on concrete to
mainfain wetness.
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Curing should be done continuously
for 7 days. 60% of the strength is
gained during this period and
moisture in the concrete is essential
for these chemical reactions.
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Cover the concrete with gunny bags
or sand and wet intermittently fo
maintain the dampness on the
surface of the concrete.

To confirm the strength of concrete at
28 days, it is possible fo cast
concrete cubes on request.
